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If officials announce a hurricane warning,
they may ask you to leave your home as
soon as possible to be safe. Take your
Disaster Supplies Kit and go to a shelter
or your family contact's home. Call your
check-in contact so someone will know
where you are going. Local officials
advise leaving only if they truly believe
your location is in danger. It is important
